I 
know how Luther felt when he wrote the preface 
to the small catechism:  ñThe deplorable, 
miserable conditions which I recently observed 
when visiting the parishes have constrained and 
pressed me to put this catechism of Christian 
doctrine into this brief, plain, and simple form.  
How pitiable, so help me God, were the things I 
saw:  the common man, especially in the 
villages, knows practically nothing of Christian 
doctrineéyet all people are supposed to be 
Christians, have been baptized, and receive the 
Holy Sacrament even though theyé live like 
poor animals of the barnyard and pigpen.  What 
these people have mastered, however, is the 
fine art of tearing all Christian liberty to shreds.ò 
     I call upon all of you to remember that you 
have been crucified with Christ through Baptism 
and made alive in the Spirit.  You are here for a 
reason and God has a plan for you.  Live your 
life in the flesh with the meaning and purpose 
God has given.  Live your life to God and live it 
by faith in the One who loved you and gave 
Himself up for you.  Declare to everyone, ñIt is 
no longer I who live, but Christ who lives in me.ò   
This is the key to the joyful, abundant life, I pray 
for all of you.
