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Dear family in Christ, 
    The activities, demands and emotional strain of 
sending our children back to school can present 
tremendous challenges for our families, especially 
when the children are split between two households. 
     God intends that our families live in a good and 
pleasant relationship with one another, but often that 
is not what we experience.  Many parents, children 
and even grandparents find family life extremely 
frustrating rather than peaceful.  Lack of 
communication, a loss of 
mutual respect, and little or no 
shared direction leave our 
families disconnected and 
unfulfilled. 
     Perhaps this is because too 
many of us have forgotten what 
it means to live as the family of 
God.  When God called His 
people out of Egypt into a new, 
promised, land He gave them a 
shared goal for their lives 
together.  The parents were 
called upon to teach their 
children about the Lord and 
their covenant relationship with 
Him and were promised that by 
doing so they would ñenjoy 
long life.ò  (Deut. 6:2) 
     T h e  c o n f e s s i on  o f 
Deuteronomy 6:4-5, also 
known as the Shema, offered a shared direction to 
everyone within the Jewish family:  ñlove the Lord 
your God with all your heart and with all your soul 
and with all your strength.ò   Wouldnôt this be a great 
direction to be shared by all our families, today? 
     Unfortunately, families who forget God become 
futile in their thinking and their hearts become 
darkened toward God and toward one another.  The 
consequences of forgetting God are evident in many 
modern families, even in some of ours. 
     In a day when so many are asking, ñWhat has 
happened to the American family?ò perhaps it is time 
for us to consider the basic tenet God set forth for 
His people so that our family life can grow from our 

loving the Lord our God with all our heart, soul, and 
strength.  Maybe we should ask whether or not we 
have placed this on our childrenôs hearts and offered 
it to them as the shared goal of our life together as a 
family.  Are we talking to our children about their 
relationship with God through Christ?  Are we writing 
it upon the doorposts of our houses in all we say and 
do with them?  Do our children see that it is their 
parentsô highest daily goal to personally love God 
with all their being?  If not, how do we reclaim it? 

     As with all things we must 
begin with the forgiveness God 
offers in Christ.  Parents must 
know that they are forgiven for 
their failure to bring their children 
up in the reverence and love of 
the Lord, and children must 
know that they are forgiven for 
their disobedience against the 
parents God has given them.  
Living that forgiveness which 
comes by grace changes us.  By 
it our families can become a new 
creation in Christ Jesus.  (Nt. 
Eph. 2:10) 
     I challenge all of the young 
families of our congregation to 
get up a few minutes earlier and 
open up your ñPortals of Prayerò 
to have a brief devotion with 
your children before they take 

off for school and you go to work.  Let every family 
begin each day with Godôs Word ringing in their ears 
and the words of the Lutherôs Morning Prayer 
coming from their lips. 
     In this season of stress for families let us return to 
what is most important; let us strive together to ñlove 
the Lord [our] God with all [our] heartò; and let us go 
together each Lordôs Day to our Fatherôs house for 
worship and the study of His Word.

Stewardship Article 

On Monday, September 6, Americans and Canadians will observe ñLabor 
Day,ò a legal holiday set aside to honor labor.  Work is often thought of as 
drudgery--something that you have to do to make a living.  So we some-
times call work toil, a chore, an obligation, or even a necessary evil.  The 
New World Dictionary does not agree with that, but holds work up as hon-
orable and positive.  Part of its definition goes as follows:  ñwork is physi-
cal or mental effort exerted to do or make something and be involved 
in purposeful activity.ò 
 
The Bible takes an even higher view of labor.  Labor is actually a gift from 
God meant to fill our hours and days with meaningful activities that honor 
God, respect His creation, and provide blessings for others and ourselves.  
It was God who put Adam in the Garden of Eden to work it and take care of 
it (Genesis 2:15).  This work was given to Adam before the fall into sin and 
thus was a blessing from God.  It is true that after the fall into sin, work 
became wearisome toil as the ground was cursed so that sinful human 
beings would have to earn their daily bread by the sweat of their brows 
until their dying day (Genesis 3:17b-19).  But, in spite of that curse, labor or 
work remains a blessing from God. 
 
Dr. Martin Luther (who wrote much on the subject of vocation) believed that 
vocation was a calling, which encompassed the whole of the life of the 
believer, and was NOT narrowly defined as a job, trade, or even a religious 
vocation. Luther believed that the honest work of a janitor, maid or house-
wife was just as important and pleasing to God as the work of a president, 
pastor, teacher, doctor, scientist or any other vocation held in high esteem. 
 
Ecclesiastes 2:24-25 (NIV) reads:  ñA man can do nothing better than to 
eat and drink and find satisfaction in his work.  This too, I see, is from 
the hand of God, for without Him, who can eat or find enjoyment?ò 
 
St. Paul in writing to the Ephesians and Thessalonians said:  ñHe who has 
been stealing must steal no longer, but must work, doing something 
useful with his own hands, that he may have something to share with 
those in need.ò  (Ephesians 4:28 NIV).  For even when we were with 
you, we gave you this rule:  ñIf a man will not work, he shall not 
eat.ò  (2 Thessalonians 3:10 NIV). 
 
Godôs redeemed people understand that Christian stewardship is the free 
and joyous activity of the child of God and Godôs family, the church, in 
managing all of life and lifeõs resources for Godôs purposes. Giving 
money to support the work of the church and other institutions, giving time 
to help with honest efforts, and using our talents to bring glory to God and 
blessings to others are all important parts of Christian stewardship.  This 
truth is summed up beautifully in these words from 2 Corinthians 10:31 
(NIV):  ñSo whether you eat or drink or whatever you do, do it all for 
the glory of God.ò 
 
This Labor Day and every day give thanks to God for the blessing of work.  
Giving thanks for honest labor is something that Christian stewards can 
remember to do in their daily thoughts and prayers.  So, enjoy whatever 
you are doing to observe Labor Day, and then continue your daily work 
with joy and enthusiasm.
